e I have considerable experience dealing with all levels of government on health workforce issues and

I believe there will be an even greater focus on workforce based on the Prime Minister’s current
health reform goals to be advanced through the COAG, which will tackle major access and equity
issues that affect health outcomes for people now. As a long-standing rural general practitioner I am
also concerned that the rural workforce will be ignored or placed in the ‘too-hard basket’. This is a
state-wide concern with the Queensland population the fastest growing of any State or Territory in
Australia and limited workforce delivering primary health care services.
